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Ferris creates her “Body Prints”—which recall the works of David 
Hammons, Jasper Johns, and Yves Klein—by applying oil to her own body 
(clothed or nude) and pressing herself onto paper on the floor of her studio. A 
stark contrast to her well-known abstract, spray-painted works, these prints 
retain a sense of self-portraiture that transcends gender identity, presenting 
fluid, dynamic bodies that provoke questions of artmaking and representation.
